On Thursday 24™ April, 1 once again had the
privilege of attending the Yom HaShoah, also known
as Holocaust Remembrance Day in the Giffnock
Synagogue in Glasgow. It is a day observed by Jews
worldwide to commemorate the six million Jewish
people who perished in the Holocaust. It is a day of
solemn remembrance, reflection, and education,
observed annually on the 27th of the Hebrew month
of Nisan. The Grand Lodge of Scotland and the
Provincial Grand Lodge of Glasgow are always
invited as the Jewish Community recognise that we
too suffered a similar fate but not in the numbers they
experienced. Accounts vary but probably between
80,000 and 200,000 Freemasons suffered, especially
German Freemasons, in the holocaust.

The speaker this year was Jonathan Schonfield who
spoke of his father, Rabbi Dr Solomon Schonfield
and his many rescue missions to bring children to
safety during the second world war. It was an
incredible story of bravery and sacrifice but a story
which also portrayed hope and faith in the future.

While listening to him, it brought to mind the story
of the forget-me-not — a story which has featured in
this newsletter in the past. The most traditional
symbolic meaning for these flowers (as the name
suggests), is remembrance. This is about
remembering those whom we have lost but also
remembering and cherishing special moments with
loved ones.

On Sunday 8™ June we will once again be given the
opportunity to remember those in this Province
whom we have lost in the past year. Please make it a
priority to attend the service.

4 Drive carefully. It's not only cars that can be recalled by their Maker.

Have an awesome day and know that someone has thought about you today.
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Brother Ronnie Miller, Secretary of Lodge Kyle and our Provincial Website guru, is always ensuring
that we are kept up to date, through the Patter, of issues that affect us all in terms of technology. Here
he gives us some advice on Digital Hygiene. Many thanks Ronnie for your continued support.

Over the last year or so we have seen an increase in targeted cyber-attacks on companies and groups
like Freemasonry. Only this week we have seen a few high street supermarkets successfully attacked.
The reality is that these attacks can start with individual citizens and can be automated using Artificial
Intelligence (Al) software that will pick out useful people. Al research their web presence on platforms
such as X (previously Twitter), Facebook, LinkedIn and Instagram to name a few. With this information
“bad actors” can contact friends and associates of the target, mimicking them and thus glean further
personal information. More frighteningly, if you are someone in the media and appear on YouTube or
TV, there is now software that can use your image to make videos and put faked words in your mouth,
using a facsimile of your real voice. The long and short of this is that it is rapidly becoming impossible
to tell what is genuine and what is not. Good digital hygiene is therefore essential if we are to survive
in the modern age.

How can we harden our defences against these threats?

It’s important to note that victims are not always the source of a security breach, it can be an online
service that has been hacked revealing thousands of users’ usernames and passwords. This indicates
that we must not use the same username and password over and over. We should also use Two Factor
Authentication or 2FA where available. See Google for a definition of 2FA and how to use it.

Phones, tablets, laptops and computers should all be secured with a good password, that does not include
ANY recognisable words. Fingerprint and face recognition are also good adjuncts. All these devices
should be secured with good anti-virus software.

Beware of online shops that say there has been a mistake and ask for your cooperation. Most people use
Amazon, so receiving an email message is not unexpected. NEVER click a link in an email unless you
are certain it’s necessary. Rather you should open a browser and manually sign into your service or
shopping website.

If something looks odd online, trust your instincts and verify the situation manually.
Use websites with SSL — it’s not perfect, but its good.

SMS Messages can be intercepted.
If there is a choice to encrypt communications “end to end”, use it.

Be aware of QR codes, they may take you somewhere that looks innocuous, but a website might be
maliciously accessing your device.

Lastly be aware when using public wi-fi. it’s a gift to hackers and for little money the bad guys can buy
a small device that gathers data from everyone using public wi-fi in the locality.

These are just the basics and most people break at least a couple of these “rules” daily. Digital hygiene

is a learning curve, so don’t worry if you don’t understand all the rules immediately. Persevere and stay
safe out there.
